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Request for Engaged Learning Proposals:

CSU Undergraduate Research and Creative Achievement: 2012 

The Provost’s Office is calling for proposals to fund CSU undergraduate student research and creative achievement for Summer 2012. The purpose of this program is to provide undergraduate students an engaged learning experience that involves intellectual inquiry and faculty mentoring.  Projects from any department or discipline are welcome. Proposed activities must provide a genuine research or creative achievement experience for current undergraduate student(s) and faculty mentors must be active participants in the student experience. Students and their faculty mentors will contribute to an Undergraduate Research/Creative Achievement Poster Presentation in early Fall 2012 by submitting an abstract and poster of the project conducted.

Proposals should include an itemized budget for expenses of research, creative achievement, and engaged learning activities. Expenses should be limited to those that support student involvement. Faculty summer salary, computer hardware, and publication costs for poster session will not be permitted. Academic Programs will pay for the costs of producing the poster in the Library.  Allowed expenditures include:

· Student salary and fringe

· Necessary research materials

· Other items as necessary to perform the summer research/creative experience activities. 

· In only rare circumstances will travel expenses will be funded unless the travel is for the student(s) to present a poster or paper. 

All funds awarded through this initiative must be encumbered by August 15, 2012.

Proposals should be a maximum of 3 pages (standard font and margins), including all text, figures, tables, diagrams, references, budget, and budget justification. Proposals should be written using language that may be understood by non-specialist faculty colleagues and focus on the learning experiences of the undergraduate student(s).  Include the following information (rubric for rating proposals is attached).   
· Completed Cover Sheet (see below) 

· Introduction/Background

· Justification for Research/Creative Activity 

· Specific Activities of Undergraduate student(s) (do not name any specific students)

· How will the student(s) be engaged during summer?

· What is the role of the faculty mentor?

· Desired Outcomes for the Student(s)

· Selected Scholarly References

· Budget (including other sources of funding for the project, if any)

· Budget Justification (including the number of student(s) to be supported)

Total funds available for all of the engaged learning projects is $250,000 and it is anticipated that 30– 40 proposals will be funded. Faculty may author or co-author a maximum of two proposals.
