Finding the Real Issue
In classical rhetoric, Cicero devised an exercise to isolate what the real issue was whenever there were many sides to an argument.  He posed the following four questions and put the subject to be considered through all these questions.  You can do the same here for the subject you are studying.

1. Conjecture:  is there something to be considered?  Is something for real or not?

2. Definition:  is the term itself a matter of debate?  Does how a word is defined matter to this subject?

3. Quality:  how important is the matter and do people vary on the importance of this matter?

4. Procedure:  is there a formal procedure involved in this discussion?  Should there be one?
