b. Your past and present leadership experiences in the selected field and
community service

c. Your achievements, e.g., academic, professional recognition, presentations,
awards, grants, publications, etc.

d. Statement as to why you need, deserve, and qualify for this scholarship.

2. Attach to your letter the following materials:
a. Evidence of professional affiliation within the selected field
b. Two letters of recommendation from appropriate sources

c. Most recent transcripts.
