Methods of completing General Education program requirements:

CLUSTER OPTION

Students have the option of completing course “Clusters” to satisfy some or most of the new General Education Requirement.  Course Clusters would be groupings of at least 3 thematically related courses from different disciplines.  Each Cluster would satisfy at least three general education requirements.

SINGLE-COURSE OPTION

Students can complete some or all of the requirements by completing individual courses from a list of approved courses in each of the areas of the revised General Education Requirement.

- Timeline/Next steps

- S09 – Sum09: 

· Based on the following sequence of a curriculum mapping exercise (similar to the one conducted in F08), identify where Information Literacy skills are introduced, developed, and mastered (see Tables 1& 2). 
· Conduct a concomitant assessment mapping exercise designed to identify the specific tools used to support the particular skill’s developmental range in the various classes. (see Table 3).

· Connect the skill-specific outcomes to the developmental range at the classroom level (see Table 4); look at the criteria in place for each of the three categories (I, D, and M), based on which to engage program faculty in creating a coherent set of criteria (scoring rubric).
- F09: Pilot the scoring rubric in classes addressing the skill area in question

- S10: Run data analysis; disseminate findings; engage program faculty in calibrating the scoring rubric; work out the details of an assessment plan that would become official in AY 2010-2011.
