Call for participation: Faculty opportunity to evaluate Information Literacy student work samples


The Office of Student Learning Assessment is pleased to announce that there are funds available to support important evaluative work related to General Education assessment, as explained below:

Are you interested in our students' "ability to recognize when information is needed and to locate, evaluate, and use effectively the needed information" (American Library Association, 1989)? Have you recently considered the connections between course content, student assignments, and the degree to which our undergraduate classes support the progressive development of information literacy skills? Given the current impetus to raise CSU's research productivity and profile, we would like to invite you to a faculty and librarians peer evaluation of anonymous student work samples submitted by instructors. We are going to use an information literacy-focused scoring rubric provided by the VALUE Project of the American Association of Colleges and Universities (AAC&U). The data generated in this manner are going to help us strengthen the assessment plan for our new General Education program, with a particular emphasis on Information Literacy as a skill area.

We would like to add that there are a few faculty stipends available ($250 each).
