Are You a Math Teacher Interested in Pursuing an MA?
· Are you currently taking classes towards your MA in Math?

· Would you like to shorten your time to completion?

· Are you a high school math teacher who would like to do coursework towards an MA in mathematics, or an MEd that included math content?

· Would you like to take an MA math class at a location that may be more conveniently located for you than main campus?

The MA in mathematics offered by the Department of Mathematics has traditionally been a summer-only program, scheduled to allow in-service high school math teachers to take coursework during summer break.  However, some teachers would prefer to complete their coursework in a more compact time-frame, by taking additional coursework during the regular school year.  To facilitate this, the Department of Mathematics now offers MA courses in the evenings during a regular school-year semester.  Furthermore, we offer these courses at our satellite locations, the East and West Centers, so as to be more convenient than main campus for teachers who live or work in geographically proximate areas.  Our present schedule is to offer a course at West Center in fall and a course at East Center in spring.
For spring 2009 we will offer MTH593-Special Topics, on the topic of “Conics.”  In keeping with recommendations of the NCTM and other bodies, our MA courses offer math content that provides teachers with an advanced viewpoint on material that they will deliver in high school.  Conics is a perfect topic for this design.  The professor for this course will be Keith Kendig, who literally wrote the book on this subject!  See the separate flyer for more information.
The grid below includes these satellite offerings in a tentative schedule of our MA offerings over the next several years.  The courses listed here under summers will all be scheduled as follows: one in the evenings of the so-called “first six-week session;” and two in the daytime, within our so-called “second six-week session” that fits completely within the usual school break.  Courses listed here under fall and spring will be scheduled to run in the evenings at our West and East Centers, respectively.
