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Preface

The Confucius Institute at Cleveland State University has placed tremendous efforts in
visiting Chinese teacher training. In the 2019-2020 academic year, Ms. Na Li was invited to
present a series of workshops on effective world language teaching principles. These principles
include, but are not limited to: the five “C” goal areas (Communication, Cultures, Connections,
Comparisons, and Communities), the three modes of communication (Interpretive,
Presentational, and Interpersonal), backward design, authentic language application, and student-
centeredness. To exercise these guiding principles in teaching, we launched the curriculum and
teaching design project with the aim to develop a book of both learning contents and lesson
plans.

Included in this project are five visiting professors and five visiting teachers. They
participated in this curricular initiation by designing the materials mentioned above and
reviewing/editing each other’s design. The topics that the designers have picked are commonly
seen and used in novice level Chinese language classes. To have the designers present their
material in their own unique way, we do not give restrictions, but have suggested the use of the
middle school novice level Chinese language learner scenario. Clearly, the designers have all
followed the guidelines and situated the design by the expected context. Each chapter starts with
a unit plan followed with the learning content, including the text, vocabulary, culture, and an
exercise. The ten-topic publication is expected to provide an example of curriculum designed to
users with an interest in the material.

We must admit that it is well beyond our ability and intention to make this book as an
inclusive or perfect textbook. Instead, we hope those who will be using the book can understand
how the effective world language teaching principles are applied to the planning of teaching and
learning activities. To meet this end, the chief editors and associate editors worked diligently
with each author to make the best alignment. However, we are open to and appreciate any kind
of critiques and suggestions so that better endeavors can be directed accordingly in the future.

Finally, I am grateful to all the authors and editors affiliated with, and the leadership team
of, the Confucius Institute at Cleveland State University. You have achieved great learning and
practice and, more importantly, you made this project happen. Your diligence has paid off.
Special thanks to Ms. Na Li, Ms. Yan Wang, and Ms. Michelle Zhu—Ms. Li has spent
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tremendous time and efforts in the training workshop and the design and success of this present
project; Ms. Wang joined the editorial board with her expertise in K-12 Chinese language
education, which greatly facilitated the progress of the project; Ms. Zhu designed the graphics
and the cover pages for the book with her intelligence and talent.

The Book of Family Names is a book about Chinese surnames. At the
beginning, the book collected 411 surnames, and then it was added to 504
surnames.

The surnames have roughly several origins. Some surnames are from the
first name of the mother in the matriarchal society, like £ (Jiang) and 4& (Ji).
Some are from the creatures worshipped in remote antiquity, such as & (horse), 4
(cattle), ¥ (sheep), % (dragon), etc. Some are form the ancient state’ s names,
such as & (Zhao), K (Song), %& (Qin), % (Wu), etc. Some surnames are adopted
from ancient official titles, such as 5] & (Sima) and 3] #£ (Situ). Some surnames
come from the location and scene in residential places, such as % 17 (Ximen) and
#r (Liu). Some surnames derived from the profession, for instance the person who
makes pottery has the surname of 8 (pottery).

Among the 100 commonly used surnames, the three most common are %=
(Li), £ (Wang) and 7K (Zhang).

The Book of Family Names plays a very important role in Chinese surname

culture and Chinese characters, that’s why it has been famous for thousands of
years in Chinese history.

Chinese Families vs. American Families

(Note: Do not show this English material to students before discussion.)

In China, we often say “Filial Piety.” That’s why Chinese like to live with their
grandparents. As the saying goes “The old in a family are as good as a treasure,” a Chinese
family should usually include the whole generations in it in their minds. Thus, a Chinese family
is usually big, so it is common to see or say in China that “three generations live together” or
“four generations live together.” The Chinese consider it’s a blessing that three generations or
four generations can live together.

Traditionally Chinese people think that dogs and cats or other pets are not family members.
Since more and more people have cats, dogs, and other pets, some people begin to treat dogs and
cats as their family members.

China has a large population. Most Chinese in cities live in apartments, and only a small
proportion of families live in single houses with yard. In suburb or rural areas, there are more
family houses than in the cities.
