1. Sober Houses (Sober living homes)

üGroup homes for people who are recovering from addiction 
issues. 

üResidents have to follow rules and contribute to the home by 
doing chores. 

üResidents must stay sober. 

üSupport sobriety and help alcoholics or addicts adjust to life 
without their addictions. 

üHelp them transition from rehab to living independently 
without using drugs or alcohol.

treatment), once they are medically cleared and physical withdrawal 
symptoms have stabilized.

group sessions and  individual sessions.

ü Mental health issues are addressed as part of integrated treatment. 

ü Co-occurring issues commonly treated are depression, 
bipolar disorder, anxiety, PTSD, and other trauma 
conditions.
